Mossback Farm Land Design FAQ

Obviously, a design is a work in progress.  Expect many of the details to change as feedback, nature, whim, and economics play their respective roles..  

The corollary to that is that the design is incomplete.  Details aren't included that hopefully will be included in a future version.  These will certainly include significant individual trees, orchard guild details, species of concern, future ecovillage layout, and landscaping details around the dwellings.

The file can only be opened in ArcReader, the free GIS (geographic information systems) viewing program from ESRI.  It is available for download (100megs!.  Sorry dialup folks) at www.esri.com/software/arcgis/arcreader.  Note that you will have to register with ESRI to do this, but I know from experience that they are kind and responsive with your email information.

 The file is a .pmf format, and can be found in the zip file at \design\pmf\farmdesign.pmf.  The Help menu is very comprehensive in explaining how to navigate around the map and identify details.

There are a lot of map elements available, all of which can be clicked on and off along the table of contents along the left side.  Some of the displays of the elements tend to conflict with each other, making neither able to be seen clearly.  This is particularly relevant to the Permaculture Zone, the Wind Resource, and the Plantings layer.

The aerial photo is about 10 years old, from before we purchased the property, and of poor resolution.  I am casting about for a better one, and will replace it when I find one that’s suitable.

I'd love to hear feedback, both on the elements of the design itself, as well as the usability of the GIS file.  I'm new to ArcPublisher, so we can all learn this together
